existence. In recent literal terms, virtual is defined as that which
is ‘not real’ but displays the full qualities of the real, in a plainly
actual way. An example may be a reflection in a pool of water.
The reflection is there, whether or not one can see it. It is not
waiting for any kind of actualization.
